NESTING TAGS:

If one element contains another it is considered the parent element. The element contained by the parent is a child element. Any elements contained within the child are considered descendants of the parent element.

When elements contain other elements they must be correctly nested. Elements are closed in the opposite order they are opened – children are completely nested inside parent elements.
