	COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to develop a basic Internet/Intranet web site. Students learn the basics of web design and client side mark up languages including HTML, CSS, XHTML, and XML.

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	WITHDRAWAL PROCEDURE


A student may withdraw from a course or from the College during the first fourteen (14) calendar days of any academic period by completing the “Change of Course” form and processing it through the Cashier’s Office and Registration.  The form is available in the Registration Office.  Changes during this period will not become part of the student’s transcript.

Through the same procedure, a student may withdraw from a course or the College with a “W” grade from the fifteenth (15) calendar day of classes through 75% of the course.  The deadline for processing withdrawals with “W” grades from this course is November 19, 2007.

Students receiving financial aid are urged to consult the Financial Aid Office prior to withdrawal in order to determine the effect withdrawal may have on their aid status.

Students enrolled beyond the withdrawal deadline will be awarded course grades at the end of the term.
